Mini-Cassia’s modern day story starts in the late 1840’s when the area became an important junction for numerous 
pioneer routes, including the Oregon and California trails. By the late 1870’s, settlements were under way in the 
Mini-Cassia towns of Albion, Oakley and Malta. 

The boom started in the early 1900’s when dams were built at Minidoka, Milner and Oakley and an extensive canal 
system was developed. 

Settlers flocked to the area. Land was cleared, crops were grown and towns were created. The desert was 
transformed. 

Archeological evidence suggests that Paleo-Indians, no doubt drawn by water and game, were the first human 
dwellers in the area some 15,000 years ago. They survived by hunting now extinct forms of elephant, camel and 
bison. 

Native Americans-Shoshoni, Pauite and Bannock tribes-migrated through the area, catching fish in the rivers and 
streams and hunting on the plains and in the mountains.
